Notes on using the Transfer Table Articulation Agreement Calculating Worksheets

1. The Transfer Table Articulations Agreement worksheets contains formulas that will automatically add all
credit entered as transfer credit (on the left side of the form) under the Articulation Institution Column, then deduct
those hours from the UNIVERSITY A degree program requirements (on the right side of the form).

2. A “blue” font color has been setup in all the fields where entries are made under the “Course Number and
Title” and “Sem. Hr.” columns in order to casily distinguish entered information from the form itself. Of course,
this helps only when being viewed on the screen, if you print the form, all information will print as black unless
you have a color printer.

**Note: In the spread sheets, the standard degree program requirements have been entered (as part of the form)
for each heading (such as General Education, Program Support, etc.). Under each heading a cell is provided to
enter the course and semester hour information, that deducts from the requirements listed. However, for the
Professional Aeronautics degree program, there are variables in the AAOC and Open Electives UL/LL, therefore,
for these sections, you must first enter the appropriate hours in the Sem. Hr. column next to the heading, then list
the individual courses and credit hours in the designated area below, for the calculation to occur.

3. Decimals: The spreadsheet is designed to automatically round off numbers. Therefore, "2.5" will show as "3".
In the event you need to enter credit with a decimal, simply enter in the number, such as 2.7 credit hours, then
select Format, Cell and Number, then change the decimal places from 2 to 1.

4. When entering a number in a cell as the first digit, the Excel system is programmed to do some type of
calculation. To prevent the system from calculating text that you may want to enter as a description, always place
an apostrophe before that number and the system will treat that number as if it is text. Example (‘00123 Econ.)

5. The transfer spreadshests, along with the rest of the articulation template have been placed in a “Read Only”
format to prevent you from overwriting the original. If you try to save data in the spreadsheet or template it will
prompt you that it is in “read only” format and tell you to rename the file.

6. If you enter more than the maximum amount of credit in any given area, you will see a minus (-) beside the digit
in the “credits needed” column. This will alert you to check you figures.
